performs a work of their choice without editing/intermission. The video must be no more 

than 1 year old, and the applicant must be seen in full figure if possible. 

Submitted and confirmed applications do not guarantee ACTIVE participation in the masterclasses. 

The professors will pre-select the applicants based on the CVs and videos submitted and will inform 

the ACTIVE applicants of the results by email no later than 31 May 2023. The decision of professors 

is final and there can be no appeal. 

 

Number of active participants: 5–10 

At least 5 active participants are required to start each masterclass. 

The number of passive participants is not limited.

16 April 2023, midnight

− Participation Fee for active participants: €250 

− Participation Fee for passive participants: €70 

− Application Fee: €30 

− Single daily fee (for passive participants only): €20

ℹ️ The Application Fee applies to all participants (active & passive) and to be paid in addition to the 

Participation Fee.
